These instructions should be followed in mixing and Ofdiring intatineton
applying CHO-SHIELD 610 A/B coating: Part Number Unit/Size

1. Mix parts A and B in the following ratio: By weight: 52-03-0610-0000 1 gallon (3.8 L)
100 parts A to 28 parts B. Always add part B to part A
to minimize waste. Note that the product is shipped a
preproportioned part A and B kit.

2. CHO-SHIELD 610 paint is supplied at a standard
spray application viscosity. It may be thinned with
methyl ethyl ketone.

3. Apply the coating with standard HVLP application
equipment or with an air gun, such as a Binks Model
EGA 502, with 66SA air nozzle and 395 fluid nozzle.

A suggested spray viscosity is 23 seconds, #2 Zahn
Cup. The coating should be 2.0 to 2.5 mils thick. This
can be achieved on simple parts with a single coat. If
additional coats are necessary, or if puddling occurs,
a 30 minute drying time for solvent flash is required
between coats. The last coat should dry at room
temperature for at least two hours followed by the
cure cycle.

Note: Over-thinning degrades electrical performance.
